(4) References.

Evaluation Criteria

In determining the most favorable proposal the County shall consider the following:
(1) Ability to provide the required services.
(2) Pricing.
(3) References.

(4) Prior knowledge or prior dealings of the agency, as the knowledge or dealings
relate to official business of the County.



(5) Availability of support services.

(6) Any other information and/or factors that the County considers relevant.
